YOU DO NOT HAVE TO ATTEND NORTHWESTERN UNIVERSITY TO WIN THE SCHOLARSHIP.  Deadline is March 31, 2008.
Illinois Lumber and Material Dealers Association offers from $500 to $2,000 to help students continue their interest in the lumber and building materials field as a career. Iowa State University (Ames, Iowa) - they have special scholarships for Illinois students; just apply to the university and if you qualify you will be considered.  Award for Competitive Excellence is $28,000.

Barbizon Modeling and Acting School has a $100,000 four-year college tuition scholarship for students who either attend one of their lecture series or take their classes.  Go to www.barbizonscholarship.com for details.

United Negro College Fund has a website where you can find scholarships for current African American high school students as well as current African American college students attending Historically Black Colleges.

Merit Recognition Scholarship (MRS) is $1,000 for high school seniors who are U.S. citizens, or eligible non-citizens.  You do not have to apply for this scholarship.  You are automatically considered if you are in the top 5% of ALL of the Illinois high school seniors, based on your GPA at the end of your junior year.  If you are a male, you must also be registered with Selective Service.

Mexican American Legal Defense & Education Fund (Maldef) – has a directory of scholarships that are available to ALL students, regardless of their immigration status or nationality.  At www.maldef.org/pdf/Scholarships.pdf you will get a list of scholarships that do not require you to be a citizen or permanent resident.  These scholarships do not require a social security number.
ROTC Scholarships (Air Force, Army, Marines, Navy) may pay for your full tuition at selected colleges if you are planning on serving in the military in the future.  Go to www.todaysmilitary.com/app/tm/get/collegehelp/support for different forms of tuition assistance.

Navy ROTC Scholarships are 4-year full-tuition scholarships of up to $180,000; they also cover books, fees, uniforms and a monthly stipend of $250.  Colleges that participate include Boston University, Duke University, Georgia Tech., Marquette University, MIT, Northwestern University, Notre Dame, and U.W. Madison.  For more details go to www.nrotc.navy.mil.

Choices Planner.  All freshmen, sophomore, junior and senior students are required to log on to Choices Planner.  Go to www.bridges.com.  Search for scholarships by using the “scholarship finder” at this site.  Find information about careers and colleges, and start creating a plan for your future.  Come to room 118, or go to any computer lab or to the library and start using the site.  All students from grades 7 through 12 are expected to use this site often.  Pick up a step-by-step instruction sheet from either room 114 or 118.

The Common Application can be downloaded at www.commonapp.org. or completed online.  What is it?  It is an application that you can fill out once, make copies of it and send to any of more than 300 colleges that accept it.  It is a time saver, because you do not have to fill out a lot of different college applications.  You just fill out one application, make copies of it, and send it to any of the colleges that accept this application.  Each college might ask for additional attachments.  Some of the colleges are Northwestern University, Yale, Princeton and Harvard.   Go to the website for the names of hundreds of colleges that participate.

Are You a College-Bound Student-Athlete?  The NCAA (National Collegiate Athletic Association) is the athletics governing body for colleges and organizations.  The NCAA has three divisions.  Colleges in Division I and II may offer athletics scholarships, while Division III colleges may not.  The NCAA Initial-Eligibility clearinghouse works with the NCAA to determine if you are eligible to participate in athletics/sports in your first year of college.  You can only register online with the clearinghouse at www.ncaaclearinghouse.net.   There is a fee.  They will only give you a fee waiver if you have already received an official fee waiver (not a voucher) from ACT.  Your grades, your ACT or SAT scores and your amateur participation will determine your initial eligibility.  At this website you will find the entire “Guide for the College-Bound Student-Athlete”, as well as all of the answers to your questions.  There is no deadline to apply.  But, you must be certified as a qualifier before you can receive an athletics scholarship, or be able to practice or compete at a Division I or II college.

EDU, Inc. offers the Common Black College Application at www.eduinconline.com.  Fill out this application, and pay a one-time fee of $35 (no fee waiver), and your application will automatically be sent to 34 Historically Black Colleges!!

Did you sign up for the PSAT exam as a sophomore and then take the PSAT exam as a Junior?  Now you can go to “My College QuickStart” for FREE personalized online college planning tools!  Go to www.collegeboard.com/quick.  You can also go to www.collegeboard.com/resources for more help and ideas.
